We lost the toss and were put into bat. 
 
Panthers Innings 
We knew this would be a hard game against some good bowling, so the job was 
to bat sensibly. 
 
First in were Sam Taylor and Josh Halderthay.  They batted sensibly against 
good bowling, not losing a wicket and adding 15 to the score with Sam finishing 
5no and Josh 4no. 
 
Next in were Will Taylor and Finn Graham (on debut).  Will was beaten first ball, 
but after this they both batted really well, with Finn hitting a four and finishing on 
5no.  After 2 pairs the score was 226 for 1. 
 
Third pair were Sam Trellis and Sunny.  They both hit a four – Sunny off his first 
ball, unfortunately followed by a swish and bowled second ball!  They batted 
sensibly through the last three overs to leave us at 248 for 2 after three pairs. 
 
Final pair were Thomas Cole and Ben Jones.  Tom was bowled first ball from an 
excellent ball, but batted really well from then.  Ben started off okay, but was 
bowled by Tom B in the second over and then tried too hard to make up for it and 
got himself bowled a second time.  In the last over they both played well, taking 8 
of an over from Tom 
 
We finished on 249 for 5.  A good performance, but maybe about 10 runs short. 
 
Parley Innings 
The first pair faced four good overs from Sam Taylor, Ben, Sam Trellis and 
Thomas.  Sam Taylor took a wicket with the last ball of his over and Sam Trellis 
took two wickets in his over.  The first pair finished on 200 for 3. 
 
The second pair faced two overs each from Josh and Finn, who both bowled very 
straight and took 5 wickets between them to leave the score on 193 for 8 after 
two pairs.  Things were looking good! 
 
The third paid faced two overs from Sunny and one each from Sam Trellis and 
Josh.  The pair batted well to take the score up to 217 for 8. 
 
The last pair including danger man Tom B faced overs from Sam Taylor, Ben and 
Thomas and then a final over from Sam Taylor.  The first three overs went for 9, 
10 and 3 (a great over from Tom) and with one over to go Parley needed 11 to 
win. 
 
Sam Taylor bowled the last brilliantly, taking a wicket and only conceding 6 runs. 
 
Parley finished on 239 for 9, giving us a win by 10 runs!
