We lost the toss and were put into the field. 
 
Hamworthy Innings 
The first pair faced overs from Millie, Sam, Josh and Ben.  All four bowled really 
well with Sam taking his first wicket of the day.  After the first pair Hamworthy 
were 219 for 1. 
 
The second pair faced two overs from Nathan and one each from Lewis and 
Lawrence C.  There was a run out in the first over from Lawrence G but after two 
pairs, Hamworthy were 245 for 2. 
 
The third pair faced overs from Josh, Lewis, Millie and Lawrence C.  They  
bowled well with Josh taking a fantastic catch to give Lewis a wicket and Millie 
get a bowled wicket.  After three pairs the score was 257 for 4. 
 
With the last pair in, we had to stop them scoring.  In the first over Sam took two 
volwed wickets in two balls.  In the second last over he took another two wickets 
to bring his total to 5 wickets for 9 runs off  3 overs.  Ben bowled two very tight 
overs as well and Hamworthy ended on 248 for 8. 
 
Pumas Innings 
First pair were Sam and Nathan who batted really well against some good 
bowling.  Their running was a bit suspect though and there was a run out in the 
last over.  After one pair we were 210 for 1, 9 behind Hamworthy. 
 
Second pair were the two Lawrences.  Again they did well, only losing one wicket 
and taking the score to 220 for 2, but 25 behind the rate. 
 
Third pair were Lewis and Millie.  Again running was problematic and there were 
two run outs.  After 3 pairs the score was 226 for 4. 
 
With 23 required from the last pair, we were only still in the match because of 
Sam’s five wickets bowling.  Ben and Josh faced four good overs and struggled 
to score, although they were on target, with the scores level at 243 after 15 
overs.  Unfortunately the first ball of the last over brushed Ben’s pads and curved 
in and brushed the bails.  We now needed 11 from 5 balls, and pushing hard to 
try and get these Ben was run out by a flukey run out with the ball appearing to 
miss the bales which then hit the ground?   
 
We finished on 235 for 6, losing by 13 runs.
