Facing some good bowling 
they found it hard to score and in the first over Lawrence was out caught and 
bowled.  In the third over he was run out, but this was due to a good direct hit and 
the run itself was the right call to make.  We finished on 216 for 7. 
 
Parley Innings 
With such a low score to defend, we knew it was going to be hard. 
 
The first pair faced overs from Ben, Sam, Josh and Sam again.  They all bowled 
really well but Jake (East Dorset) batted really well hitting 4 fours to finish on 24 
n.o in a partnership of 36. 
 
The second pair faced two overs each from Millie and Lawrence C.  Both bowled 
well, but again the batting was good and the score progressed to 261 for 0. 
 
The third pair faced two overs each from Josh and Nathan.  They  bowled well 
and in the last over Sam got a great run out with a direct hit.  After three pairs the 
score was 282 for 1. 
 
With the last pair in, we had to stop them getting maximum points!  In the first 
over we took two wickets.  First a calmy taken run out by Sam, and then a great 
catch from Lawrence G (his first behind the stumps) to give Ben his first wicket.  
Nathan then bowled a third over and was unlucky not to get a wicket.  The 
second last over was then well bowled by Sam, and for the first time in the match 
we were winning even if we were losing the match!  The last over from Ben was 
very good with a bowled wicket, and Parley finished on 289 for 4, with the last nd 
best batting pair only adding 7.
