Christchurch innings 
We were going to have to bowl and field really, really well to defend that total.  And 
boy did we do it!! 
 
With one fielder short, Ben decided to leave the space behind Matt empty and Matt 
did not let him down, doing a fantastic job as wicket-keeper with only 2 byes scored.  
The fielding was also exceptional with 2 run outs – Lawrence and Guy – and I don’t 
think I saw a single misfield!! 
 
The bowling was also excellent.  Nathan and Luke opened the bowling and after the 
first pair Christchurch were 219-1.  A good start, but Christchurch were just ahead. 
 
Ben then brought Guy and Lawrence into the attack and they bowled three overs of 
spin each, with a maiden from Guy in the four overs bowled to the second pair.  After 
2 pairs Christchurch were 232-2, and we were pulling things back a bit. 
 
The third pair included a brute, who hit Lawrence for two 4s and a massive 6 straight 
back over his head and over the head of Ben on the boundary!!  Lawrence got his 
own back though, bowling him last ball!!   
 
Ben and Josh then came on for the last six overs with the score on 238-3, with 
Christchurch only needing 3.3 runs per over to win.  They both bowled as well as 
everyone else with Josh taking 2 wickets for 21 runs and Ben 1 wicket for 4 runs.  
There was also a run out on the last ball from Guy. 
 
Christchurch finished on 239-7.
